Lecture Series

Diversity/Medialities

Inclusion and diversity have marked the demands of social move-
ments in the 21st century. With the concept intersectionality,
inspired by feminist movements in the US, the academic field aims
to understand how various interdependent conditions of oppres-
sion and inequality—class, gender, religion, ethnicity, skin colour,
citizenship, migration, geography, and language—are reflected in
exclusion, butalsoin thearticulation of differentiated demands and
struggles. Much less visible have been the voices of academics and
activists from Latin America, who have both made perceivable and
conceptualized social and political exclusion from the peripheries.

The lecture series focuses on these voices from the margins, their
long-term conceptual and epistemological frameworks, and their
forms and media of circulation and entanglements.

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Why Intersectional Activism Matters?
Notes on the Afro-LGBTI Brazilian Experience

In his lecture, Vinicius Correia Zanoli (Freie Universitdt Berlin)
recovers the trajectory of the LGBTI movement in Brazil, concentrating
on the impact of the relationships between social movements in the
consolidation of intersectional activism. Focussing on the trajectory
and strategies of a Black LGBTI group from the peripheries in Brazil, he
will stress how the group’s action and identity were influenced by the
participation of its activists in different social movements, such as Afro-
Brazilian religious communities, black social clubs and activism, LGBTI
organizations, trade unions, and popular movements.

Vinicius Correia Zanoli shows how the circulation of activists fosters
the exchange of strategies, identities, and knowledge and, finally
addressing how these exchanges are not a particularity of his fieldwork
but a trend in contemporary Brazil.

Feminist Gender Wars:
How Did “Gender” Become Popular?

o

How and when was the idea of “gender” created? How did it become key
to public policy and international politics? Why is it rejected with such
violence by some groups? In her lecture, Marilia Moschkovich (USP
Brazil) approaches the history of the concept of “gender” and its travels
to Latin America.

The first part discusses how dialogues between feminist theories from
France and the United States allowed for this concept to be created. The
second part briefly presents the concept and its polysemy, discussing
how the variety of interpretations can be understood as a sign of its
dominant position. The third part focusses on the arrival of this concept
in Latin America and the strategies of feminist researchers living and
working in countries which are peripherical in the global knowledge
production system, reinforcing the importance of legitimacy in the
periphery for the guarantee of success in the center, and questioning
the basis of the anti-gender movements.

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The Travelling Concept of Reproductive
Justice: Challenges for Intersectional
Feminist Agendas

The concept of reproductive justice was introduced by Black feminists
in the USA in the 1990s with the claim to address structural inequalities
related to abortion, contraception, pregnancy, birth and motherhood.
More recently, ithas beenincreasingly taken up by feministintersectional
politics in various contexts. In her lecture, Susanne Schultz (Goethe-
Universitat Frankfurt am Main) will introduce the foci and orientations
of this political-theoretical framework. She will point out new insights
and also challenges for a feminist politics of reproduction linked to the
claim of reproductive justice. And she will present some preliminary
results of her ongoing research on reproductive justice in feminist
activism in Brazil.

The Body as Knowledge, the Body as Quilombo:
Learning with Anticolonial Feminist Thinkers

The hegemonic way of conceiving knowledge has been mostly based
on written documents, books, and reports. Historically, Black and
Indigenous women in Brazil have been contesting such a colonial and
Eurocentric tradition, within academia and beyond. By perceiving the
body as a living site of knowledge, the dichotomous thinking in which
the body has been perceived as opposed to the mind, and oral histories
as inferior and opposed to written documents can be put into question.

Joining a long legacy of antiracist, feminist and anticolonial theories and
practices, Juliana Streva (RePLITO / Freie Universitat Berlin) introduces
the interplay of knowledge, body, territory and memory revisited by
Afro-Brazilian thinkers, especially by the work of Beatriz Nascimento,
Leda Maria Martins and Lélia Gonzalez.

Mujeres indigenas: Representaciones estéticas
y defensas territoriales en América Latina

En América Latina del siglo XXI, los movimientos de las mujeres
indigenas han planteado la defensa del cuerpo-territorio frente a las
violencias extractivas y como propuestas de politicas de vida. En su
conferencia, Astrid Ulloa (Universidad Nacional de Colombia / Mecila)
explorara como las mujeres indigenas estén reconfigurando las
categorias modernas y planteando otras miradas de lo estético desde
sus propuestas y conceptualizaciones. Se referird a las defensas
territoriales que visibilizan un continuo de cuerpos, tiempos y espacios.
El uso de diversas medialidades propone una vision integral de las
representaciones visuales, sonoras y/o corporales con respecto a, entre
otros aspectos, la recuperacion de memorias, las relaciones de poder-
desigualdades y sus visiones de mundo. Finalmente, dard cuenta de
cOmo estas representaciones reconfiguran maneras de pensar lo politico,
las resistencias, lo intimo, lo cotidiano, las practicas, y la generacién y
circulacion de conocimientos.

Obreras, costureras, maestras: Mujeres y
trabajo en la literatura popular argentina

En la Argentina de principios del siglo XX, la institucion escolar aportaba
saberes que eran indispensables, no solo para convertirse en mano de obra
capitalista, sino para fundar las modalidades letradas de la cultura obrera, los
sindicatos y las intervenciones en la lucha politica. Las mujeres de las clases
populares usufructuaban, por primera vez en la historia, esos beneficios
ya que habian accedido al universo letrado. Imponian sus preferencias, tal
como documentan un sindmero de folletos que surgian de las imprentas
populares al margen del circuito escolarizado. En su conferencia, Gloria
Chicote (Universidad Nacional de La Plata/Mecila) propone un rastreo
por la literatura popular impresa del periodo con mujeres como parte
sustancial del piblico emergente al que estaban dirigidas nuevas formas de
literatura, sobre todo las revistas mensuales ilustradas con contenidos muy
heterogéneos que abarcaban desde las tendencias de la moda hasta los
avatares de la causa femenina. Incluyeron ademas apariciones de mujeres en
la vida publica, politica, y profesional. Un universo totalmente novedoso que
seinstala definitivamente en el paisaje social del siglo XX.

Las ciencias sociales de América Latina
y el sistema académico mundial

La insercion de las ciencias sociales de América Latina en el sistema
académico mundial se tradujo en la posicion periférica (o semi periférica)
de la produccion cientifica regional con respecto a los centros o circuitos
principales, es decir, en una escasa circulacion y reconocimiento a
nivel global. En su presentacion, Juan Piovani (IdHICS-Conicet UNLP)
analizard la condicin periférica de las ciencias sociales latinoamericanas
a partir de una serie de factores y fenémenos diferenciales. Por un lado,
se tomardn en cuenta los estilos de produccion y la recepcién/apropiacion
de modelos de ciencia“hegemdnicos’, las barreras lingiiisticas y la tension
entre agendas de investigacion locales e internacionales. Por otro lado, se
explorard cdmo las politicas cientificas locales y los debates actuales de
la comunidad latinoamericana han abordado, en relacién con el sistema
académico mundial, cuestiones tales como la dependencia, la autonomia
y la soberania cientificas, el desarrollo de circuitos cientificos regionales,
los modelos de evaluacion, el acceso al conocimiento y el “impacto” de las
ciencias sociales en el desarrollo y bienestar de la poblacién.

Fotografia moderna en Argentina:
Estrategias colectivas de “La Carpeta

de los Diez” (1953-1959)

La historia de la fotografia en América Latina se caracteriza por una
compleja trama cultural tejida por grupos, revistas, instituciones
y exposiciones con una fuerte participacién cruzada de fotdgrafos,
fotdgrafasy especialistas. Uno de los casos mds relevanteslo constituye el
grupo La Carpeta de los Diez (1953—1959), pieza clave en el desarrollo de
la fotografia moderna en Argentina y la regién. Esta iniciativa desarroll6
particulares modos de trabajo con lo colectivo como estrategia. A través
del estudio de las exposiciones que desplegaron, las fotografias que alli
fueron mostradas y las biografias de sus integrantes, Julieta Pestarino
(Universidad de Buenos Aires / 4A_Lab Fellow) analizaré en didlogo con
Alejandra Uslenghi (Northwestern University) los aportes que el
grupo realizé y las repercusiones que generd en la escena fotogréfica
local, para asi ahondar en la configuracion y las dindmicas del campo
fotogréfico de la época.

Lo hard a partir
de tres nociones centrales para su viaje: la hospitalidad recibida por parte
de otros europeos; las estrategias de convivialidad que desplegd y aprendio
alo largo de su viaje para poder desplazarse y alojarse; las ventajas que le
dio pertenecer al estamento espanol.

The Paradoxes of Indigenous Rights: Unpacking
the ‘Special Relationship of Indigenous Peoples to
the Land’ as a Source of Property in Latin America

Over twenty years ago, the Inter-American Court of Human Rights
recognized that international human rights law guarantees indigenous
communities property rights to their homelands. Since then, many
states in Latin America are obligated to recognize the ‘special relationship’
indigenous peoples have totheirland and translate this cultural attachment
into the national legal system—in the form of the right to property.
This ‘cultural” model is not the only possible form of conceptualizing
indigenous rights. In the North American legal tradition, native land rights
are not seen as originating in a cultural attachment indigenous people
have to their land, but in a legal attachment: sovereignty. What are the
consequences to base property rights on ‘indigenous culture’ instead of
‘indigenous sovereignty’? In his presentation, Jonas Bens (Universitat
Hamburg) unpacks the specific legal construction of indigenous rights in
Latin America from an anthropological perspective of normative pluralism
and maps out the transformative potential as well as the political
limitations of translating indigenous land rights into capitalist property.
